	Job Summary:

	Regional Directors (RDs) comprise the outreach arm of the National Student Clearinghouse and are responsible for promoting the use of Clearinghouse services among educational institutions and related agencies. RDs will be expected to increase the use of Clearinghouse services among institutions in a specific U.S. region. 

Each RD interacts with personnel (within higher-education institutions and other organizations) ranging from executive to managerial to technical across numerous functional groups, including academic leadership, academic planning, enrollment and registration, financial aid, technology and information systems, business services, institutional research and planning, etc. Interaction with state-level or regional commissions of higher education will be required occasionally, along with some work with secondary schools.

Many of the RD’s business activities are conducted from a home office by telephone and electronic mail. Frequent, face-to-face visits to current and prospective customers will be necessary. Travel to promote service usage, make presentations, and conduct exhibitions at trade conferences will be required throughout the year. This is a self-directed position. The RD must be able to work effectively without close supervision.
